LALEHAM PARK TREES 
 
We have had a number of enquiries about the 
Horse Chestnut trees which for decades lined 
Laleham Park along the Shepperton Road and 
which, very sadly, were felled by the council at 
the end of last year. 
 
Jackie Taylor of Spelthorne "Street Scene" says 
that the council are very sad about the loss of the 
trees but, with the proximity of the road and  
playing fields, they had become dangerous and the 
situation was only going to get worse. 
 
The good news is that "Street Scene" are already 
in consultation with arboreal specialists designing 
a new planting scheme for the park. It is not yet 
known whether similar trees will be planted or 
something completely different but work should 
commence later this year and we will let you 
know if we have any further news. 

NEW SIGNAGE IN THE VILLAGE CAR PARKS 
We have received a number of complaints from residents about the new car park signage which has been erected in the Village Hall 
car park and the Thameside car park at the end of Ferry Lane. 
 
The concerns are that the signs are not in line with the aesthetics of a conservation area. We have asked our local   Councillor Steve 
Fairfax to take this up with Surrey County Council. The Council have said that the signage complies with regulations and are to a 
standard design used in the County.  We will continue to report any progress on this issue.
